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THE MASS
AND ITS MEANING

What do the “sign of the cross” and “greeting” during Mass mean?

The “sign of the cross” points to our Savior, Jesus Christ, who died on the cross—where he overcomes sin
and death—as his greatest act of love and solidarity for us to save us from our sins. In and through the
sign of the cross, we are no longer alone, but one with the Triune God who is with us and for us, as we are
one with each other in building our Church which is a community with our fellow believers. On the other
hand, the “greeting” invokes peace upon the entire congregation so that, as the apostles dreaded the au-
thorities who had crucified Jesus, we who might be captive to a thousand dreads (fear of sins, personal
situations, hurts, upcoming events, tribulations, etc.) will hear Jesus’ greeting of peace and make it as our

own in the deepest recesses of our spirit.
